Luke: Hi, Jane. What are you reading?  /Jane: I'm taking a look at pamphlets and brochures of
wildlife conservation groups to decide which one | should support.

Why should we care if a
species goes extinct? Would anybody really miss a sea animal that they have never heard of?

Jane: We destroy nature by building luxurious resorts on clean beaches for our pleasure; and cable
towers on mountains to make electricity and WiFi available to us. | mean pretty much everything
that makes our life easier, faster, and better comes from sacrificing the environment.

Luke: But convincing the communities in developing countries to preserve nature and pro-
tect endangered specifies at a cost to their livelihoods is not an easy task.

Jane: You are right. But these communities are also learning that damaging the environment will
cost them more in the end. For example, some shrimp farmers in Thailand were cutting down
mangrove trees to build more shrimp farms.  /Luke: So that they can make more money, right?
Jane: At first, it seemed more beneficial economically to clear the mangroves for farms. But later
they found out that the trees were protecting the coast against extreme weather conditions and
realized that the damage caused by the expansion of farms were bigger than they expected.

Now they know that the mangrove roots pro-
vide an incredibly rich and healthy ecosystem for shrimps and other sea animals. All living things in
an ecosystem are highly interdependent on each other.

Clever Waste Management

Anchor: Korea is working its way to becoming a zero-waste society, aiming to achieve a 3%
landfill rate and an 87% recycling rate by 2020. In addition, the Korean Ministry of Environment has
been promoting a waste-to-energy policy to improve the country's self-sufficiency rate. In line with
these policies, more and more Korean companies are making a new effort for waste man-
agement and recycling. Today, we're going to have an interview with the manager of GS Caltex on
how they achieved sustainable waste management. /Reporter: Nice to meet you, Mr. Kim. Can you
briefly introduce your company's efforts for waste management?  /Mr. Kim: The first and foremost
thing in our waste management is to reduce the volume of waste. The volume of waste production
per department is shared on a monthly basis to show everyone how much waste is generated
each month. /Reporter: It's a very tight control, indeed. What about recycling?

Mr. Kim: On our worksites, all waste items are strictly classified and stored depending on their types,
because it's easier to reuse or recycle them when they are properly and correctly classified for future
purposes. /Reporter: Then how high is the waste recycling rate on your sites?

Mr. Kim: It's about 76%. Moreover, we reuse approximately 18% of waste water in our plants through
improved water treatment processes. To further increase the recycling and reuse rate, we constantly
direct our efforts to develop recycling technologies in cooperation with recycling companies. The rising
amount of waste is a mounting problem in Korea. But, waste-to-resource or waste-to-energy policy
implementations may present a paradigm shift in waste management.

Reporter: That's very impressive. With this approach, what was once a problem, can now be per-
ceived as a valuable resource.

Anchor: Right. If properly managed and treated, waste can produce sustainable benefits for the com-
munity and even the country as a whole. Thank you for your interview.
